General Installation Instructions

Do not unpack the waveguide assembly until you are ready to install it. This will prevent damage to the external threads on the bushing.

1. Prepare the shield room wall or the ground plane by boring mounting holes 1-5/32” (1.156"”) diameter in the desired location. Any
adjacent holes should be no closer than 2”.

2. Clean and de-burr the area around the mounting holes to insure suitable electrical contact and a tight seal with the waveguide
mounting nuts.

Unpack the waveguide assembly taking care not to damage the threaded bushing.
Remove one of the two mounting nuts from the bushing.
Place the bushing through the mounting holes.
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Replace the mounting nut on the opposite side of the mounting surface. Center the bushing by holding the nut and rotating the
bushing until there are equal threads on both ends.

7. Atthis point the waveguide is in place. If the installation appears to be acceptable, tighten one of the mounting nuts with a 1-1/2”
socket wrench to a maximum torque of 85 foot-pounds or the maximum torque that the wall can withstand without crushing.

8. Install the fiber optic cables by inserting the connectors one at a time through the bores of the bushing. Note that connectors
larger than 0.38” at its widest point will not fit through the bores. In this case, you may thread the raw fiber optic cable through the
bushing and then terminate with the desired connector afterward.
